Strengthened by this last revelation, lightning guided by Malfurion
struck the foremost branch involved in holding them. The two night
elves were flung into the air. Malfurion transformed into storm crow
form and caught Tyrande in his talons. He brought her to the
ground just beyond the grasping branches, then became himself
again.
